Restoration: Awards in this category recognize exemplary restorations of historic buildings. A restoration project
accurately preserves or replicates the majority of the original interior and exterior building materials to an earlier
condition and appearance based on historical or physical evidence and the same or a related building use is often
enabled to continue. These awards are open to projects completed within Manitowoc County within the last three
years.

Preservation Service: Awards in this category are presented to persons, groups, businesses or government entities
that promote an awareness of Manitowoc County History through exemplary activities, projects, programs, services,
or publications.

Bob Fay Award for Lifetime Achievement : The award recognizes an individual who has a long and outstanding
history of dedication and distinguished service to the cause of history in Manitowoc County.
